Bus drivers, children four and
under, and individuals with disabilities may receive a guest pass at no cost, but please
make sure that they are also registered. Each pre-registered group member will receive a
pass that must be worn and visible at all times. Additional discounted tickets and ticket
refunds will be available at the front gate if after you pre-register the number of students or
chaperones changes.

Please remember we require at least one chaperone per every eight students. There
will be no exceptions.
