It's time once again for the Hoggetowne Medieval Faire. This highly anticipated event will
enchant Gainesville for two consecutive weekends, January 28-29 & February 3-5, 2012. With
advance reservation, School Day on Friday, February 3, is $2 per elementary, middle, or high
school student and $4 per teacher/chaperone. Please be sure to register in advance all adults in
your school’s party. Bus drivers, children four and under, and individuals with disabilities may
receive a guest pass at no cost, but please make sure that they are also registered. Each pre-
registered group member will receive a pass that must be worn and visible at all times. Additional
discounted tickets and ticket refunds will be available at the front gate if the number of students or
chaperones changes after you pre-register.

Please remember we require at least one chaperone per every eight students. There will be
no exceptions. Schools will be turned away at the gate if they do not have the required number of
chaperones. Students and chaperones must stay together at all times. Chaperones are also
responsible for monitoring the behavior of their students. If any member of your group is
misbehaving, the entire group will be escorted out of the Faire. Thank you for your observance of
these requirements.

The Faire hours on School Day are from 9:30 a.m. until 3 p.m. Wonderful activities and
entertainment will provide a full day of enrichment. Teachers and home school groups that pre-
register will receive one free 50-page Educational Guide per class to assist with classroom activities
before and after the event. A schedule of events and a site map will be included with the
Educational Guide. For the best overall experience, we recommend that you review the schedule of
events and pre-plan the activities you would like your group to participate in.

You may return to your bus to get your lunch and re-enter the Faire without additional charge.
Please feel free to sit and eat in one of the many grassy areas inside the Faire. Please encourage
children to bring enough money so that they may enjoy the food, rides and games. Vendors will be
selling meals averaging $6, and individual items such as soft drinks, ice cream, funnel cakes, hot
dogs, etc. at prices varying from $2 to $4. Merchants will be selling goods such as waxed and metal
roses, jewelry, hats, toy swords and much more for $3 and up. The average price for rides and
games, such as camel, elephant and pony rides varies from $2 to $4.

We hope to see you at the Faire. The reservation deadline is Thursday, January 12", If
more than one group within your organization is registering, please use separate forms. Fees may
be paid in advance or at the gate the day of the Faire. Send us the attached form as soon as you
know approximately how many people will be coming so that we may send you a packet. You may
fax in the order, mail it, call it in or email the information.
